Restrictive covenants are binding conditions that are written into a property’s 
deeds or contract by a seller. Basically, they detail what homeowners can or 
cannot do to their house or land. 

Examples of restrictive covenants:

In short, restrictive covenants can mean that no alterations are to be made, 
without prior permission.

why are they used?
Covenants are often designed to uphold certain standards for all residents. They 
are often added to a transfer deed to prevent owners from undertaking work 
which could impact negatively on a neighbourhood, undermining ‘uniformity’ 
and/or maintenance.

 If you own a property and unknowingly (or otherwise) breach a restrictive 
covenant, you could be forced to:

for you.

Trees should 
not be removed.

highway must not 
be painted.
